“Talismans of Protection from Choson Korea: Antique Locks, Latches and Key Charms”
This exhibition features a rare collection of locks, latches and key charms, from the Choson Dynasty (1392-1910). The items reveal the richly symbolic and exquisitely decorative dimensions of traditional Korean aesthetic and craft traditions. On loan from the Lock Museum in Seoul, and shown for the first time in the United States, the collection includes beautifully designed metal and wood objects executed in myriad shapes.  This exhibition has been organized and is co-presented at Flushing Town Hall  by The Korea Society.
