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Intimate Jazz at Flushing Town Hall

Gabriel Alegria Afro-Peruvian Sextet Performs on 

Sunday, February 8, 2009 at 2 PM

Flushing, NY – In keeping with the rich history of groundbreaking jazz music emanating from the borough of Queens, Flushing Town Hall will present the Gabriel Alegria Afro-Peruvian Sextet on Sunday, February 8, 2009 at 2 pm. This concert is part of Flushing Town Hall’s Intimate Jazz Series, and is made possible by funding from Jazz Peru Internacional. 

Trumpeter and composer Gabriel Alegria has developed a unique form of World Jazz that combines his distinctive approach to the jazz trumpet with the rich heritage of Afro-Peruvian music. Featuring saxophonist Laurandrea Leguia, acoustic guitarist Yuri Juarez, bassist Ramon De Bruyn, drummer Hugo Alcazar, and master percussionist Freddy “Huevito” Lobaton, who plays the traditional Afro-Peruvian instruments cajon (box drum) and Quijada (jaw bone) and adds spectacular passages of Zapateo dancing to each program. The Latin Jazz Corner called the Gabriel Alegria Afro-Peruvian Sextet “An inspiring mixture of Jazz and Afro-Peruvian music.” 

This February 8th concert at Flushing Town Hall is a stop on the Sextet’s 2009 U.S. tour. In all of Alegria’s work, the rich legacy of the black music of coastal Peru can be heard in a contemporary jazz context. A cross-cultural exchange between the Americas is always present, carefully defining Afro-Peruvian jazz music as the newest voice to come from Latin America.
